Fish Lake Road Flooding and Closure Discussion – Several residents from that area came to speak on their behalf regarding the depth of the water in their driveways, yards and road.  Prediction indicate that the water could still rise 6 inches.  The Town Board decided to move forward to declare a State of Emergency in order to have MSA shoot grade to get amounts of gravel and any other remedies that will need to be done to make these location safe for the residents and emergency vehicles.  Attorney Jared Walker Smith will look into what needs to be done to get a Resolution to claim the State of Emergency.  Nick Ganser made a motion to allow MSA to make the Grade shots on Fish Lake Rd. from the old Ganser Tavern to the Causeway and to get plans prepared to get bids.  2nd by Mike Bradley. Public Opinion – Mr. Frank Olay asked the Board to consider a 25 mile an hour speed limit sign on Inama Road between the bridge and his loading dock driveway for safety.  Board will contact Dane County.  Andrew Brantmeyer brought informational packet on ATV routes and introduced himself as the lead on trying to get Roxbury and other local municipalities to think about opening up ATV routes on the road.   Trent Major, Tetiva Rd brought up his property erosion issues from flooding because of run off from neighbors yards.  This is a private property issue and the Board cannot do anything about this.  David Nuzback, Crystal Lake Rd is having flooding issue on his driveway and believes he needs a culvert.  Board will go inspect and get back to him.
Town Ordinance No 2019-02, Town of Roxbury Manufactured and Mobile Home Community License, Campground License, and Temporary or Seasonal Residence Permit Ordinance – Attorney Jared Walker Smith revised the 1964 Ordinance and discussed revisions, additions or any other changes the Board could possibly want.
