1.   Whereas the initial utility collection system project has been able to reduce I/I to the plant and thereby reduce strain on the plant capacity and stabilize operational costs, and
2.   Whereas the current pandemic has created hardships on the residents and businesses in the district, and
3.   Whereas the district has undergone a revaluation to align the assessed and equalized valuations, resulting in an increase in property valuations, and
4.   Whereas the wastewater treatment plant is more than 20 years old and will need updates and repairs in the near future, and
5.   Whereas the DNR has promulgated phosphorus discharge limits and requirement across the state and for the benefit of water quality, which will restrict discharges and increase treatment costs, and for which the District is currently under a short-term variance,
Now therefore the commission resolves:
6.   The Roxbury Sanitary District is establishing the 2022 sewer charges keeping the assigned REUs at the 2021 level.  Each user served in the district shall be considered one REU except as designated below:

7.	The Roxbury Sanitary District is establishing the 2022 sewer charges at $47.50 per month per REU, which is the same level as 2021 and 2020.
8.	The Roxbury Sanitary District is establishing the 2022 mil rate by decreasing the mil rate from $4.75 (2021 rate) to $4.00 per thousand assessed valuation.
The changes in this resolution shall take place January 1, 2022.
The Commission further resolves to annually review the fees and REUs during the budget hearing when annual rates are determined as needed and approved by motion of the commission.
